o see whether anything which needs doing can be done, or he may bring
the matter to discuss it, ninute it, and 4f the Bystex works
correctly, in due course sets the Tight wheels in motion to do the
right things. By the time this has happened you bave probably finished
the session and it isn"t Your problem sny more. But think of the
satisfying glow of virtue which coaes from having made 1ife estier for
the next generation.
